Listing - Students list three ways to express an equation





Identifying


Students identify mammals in photos containing different classes of animals





Observing


Students watch a film, role play, presentation





Scanning


Students skim text for key words, ideas�
Comparing/Contrasting


Students produce Venn diagrams to note similarities and differences





Sequencing


Students put steps of bill ratification in proper order





Analyzing


Students distinguish between facts and claims; recognize consistencies/inconsistencies in statements, conclusions, lines of reasoning�
Applying a Principle


Students transfer a principle to a problem





Evaluating


Students determine the strength of an argument, essay; determine the truthfulness of a statement





Hypothesizing


Students discover clues to problem solution; create promising hypotheses; check hypotheses against found solutions�

Naming – Students accurately name planets; parts of speech





Reciting  - Students recite poems





Defining – Students provide definition of lunar eclipse; reduce a problem to simple terms; identify central themes

Synthesizing – Students create a new character for a given story who will affect the plot and other characters








Inferring – Students draw valid conclusions; make accurate generalizations�

Students generate new endings to scenarios





Predicting


Students forecast plausible outcomes based on given information
