Using HTML Tags 

Getting More out of Web Wizard 

What is HTML:  (HyperText Markup Language) - The coded format language used for creating hypertext documents on the internet and controlling how Web pages appear.

Simple HTML can be used to dress up the content portion of WebWizard.   You do this through the use of “tags” which the computer reads as an instruction.  When it sees something in the <> or </> bracket, it does what the command in the bracket tells it to do, but does not print the bracket on the published web page.

If you want to space your content out with tabs such as the example directly below, then use the HTML preformat code:  <pre> at the beginning and </pre> at the end.  It is easier to do this in a Word document and paste it into your Web Wizard page.

To use Tabs:

Other HTML codes that you may want to use:
	<B> </B>   This is the tag for bold text.
Example:

<B>Howdy</B>


	<U></U>  Underline text
<U>Underline Me!</U>



	<I></I>  Italics
<I>Isn't this fun?</I>


	<CENTER> </CENTER>

<CENTER>This centers text on the page</CENTER>

Place <br> at the beginning of every line that you want to appear separately.  

Two <br><br> will create a double space between lines.

In the Web Wizard editor you will see the tags, but when you preview or publish the page, the tags will disappear and you’ll see text as your tag commanded.
