Africa Database Worksheet

1. Place the database in order so that the country with the largest population is listed first.  What is the name of the country?  What is the population of the country?

2. Display only the countries that have a population that exceeds 40 million.  How many records fit this criterion?
3. Restore your database to show all records.  Sort the database so that the countries with the largest percentage of children ages 0-14 are listed first.  In what order did you select to get your answer?  (Ascending or descending.)
4. Display the countries where over 45% of their population is under 15.  How many records fit this criterion?

5. Restore your database to show all records.  Display the countries that have a life expectancy for men and women of at least 60 years.  How many records fit these criterion?
6. Restore your database to show all records.  Change the order of your database to show the least number of citizens per hospital bed first and the greatest number of citizens per hospital bed last.  What did you do to answer this question – sort or filter?
7. Display the countries that have citizens per hospital bed of no more than 1000, and citizens per doctor of no more than 5000.
8. Of the three countries in North America, the US and Canada have a literacy rates of 99% and Mexico has a literacy rate of 90%.  Which countries in Africa have literacy rates of 90% or more?  How did you find your answers.

9. How many countries have a literacy rate less than 50% and a population larger than 10 million?

10. Restore your database to show all records.  How many countries have a literacy rate of at least 50% and a population larger than 10 million?

11.  Restore your database to show all records.  Insert a new field for Languages Spoken.  Place it between the name of the country and the population of the country.
12. How would you find the information to populate the Languages Spoken field?

13. What other database information should be added for students studying Africa?  Suggest at least two additional fields.
